E&OS will schedule a visit to the site to evaluate any safety concerns and to discuss
requirements with the personnelin charge of the event.
E&OS will provide an email approval to the event organizer with a summary of the event
date, time, and fire pit location and a copy of these requirements and will copyniversity
Police personnel.
One hour prior to the start of tre event, the event organizer must contact University Police
at 229-333-7816 to remind them of the event.
After the event is over and the fire is safely extinguished, the event organizer must contact
University Police to let them know the event is over.
A University Police officer will visit the site to ensure that the fire is out and conditions are
safe.
Site requirements:
a. The fire pit must be placed away from buildinggminimum 25 feet), vegetation, and
overhanging tree limbs E&OS will assist with site decision
b. A fire extinguisher is required onsite for each fire pit that will be in use.
c. Water must be present to extinguish the fire at the end of the event (the fire
extinguisher is for emergency purposes)
d. Two responsible staff members must be present whbave been through fire
extinguisher training and whose only duty is to monitor the fire pits
e. Names of and contact information for the event organizer and the responsible staff
members must be provided to E&O S
