Hints for PowerPoint and Publisher

• Create a “master” custom PowerPoint  

template that is used for ALL reports/ 

presentations 

• Saves time selecting a template and 

everyone knows your office’s work 

when they see the template.

• Use the slide master and handout master.

• Update publications when new campus 

logos are implemented.  

• Use gridlines to align items.

• Create a file of university images and 

favorite/commonly used clipart to use for 

reports and presentations to save time.  

How to Link Excel Items in Publisher or PowerPoint 

1. Copy graph or table in Excel. 

2. Go to Publisher/PowerPoint. 

3. Click on Edit and select “Paste Special”. 

4. Select Paste Link and click OK. 

5. Your graph or table is now linked to Excel and any changes made to the Excel document will 

be reflected in Publisher/PowerPoint.
